JOB PURPOSE:

As a social worker in the Hospital Social Work Team, you will provide a
strengths-based, outcome focused enabling response to adults. Based at
Princess of Wales Hospital, you will work to a multidisciplinary approach. Your
role will be to provide a social work service, focusing on ‘what matters’ to
people, through assessment of needs, and where eligible plans of care and
support, which will promote the independence and wellbeing of inpatients in
hospital sites.

Where practicable, you will focus on prevention and self-management, enabling
individuals to gain independence through a combination of assessment, care
and support and other practical interventions.

Based in an integrated discharge hub, as part of the Hospital Social Work
Team, you will work with the multi-disciplinary team to support safe and timely
discharges. You will offer advice and support to adults who need support to
maintain their independence and wellbeing and help to achieve their agreed
outcomes, in addition to supporting carers in their own right.

You will actively promote our ‘Strengths-Based Model of Practice-Working to
Achieve Outcomes’.
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PRINCIPAL RESPONSIBILITIES AND ACTIVITIES:

e To hold and be responsible for a proportionate caseload, providing a
rapid response to facilitate individuals’ safe discharges from hospital,
working in partnership with individuals, their carers and families, other
professionals and voluntary organisations in a strengths-based,
outcome-focused way.

e To complete high quality assessments of the needs of individuals, their
families and their carers with other relevant professionals, which will
guide the formation of the relevant and associated plans of care and
support and plans of support for carers.

e For people with identified eligible needs you will develop collaboratively
with people, strengths-based plans of care and support in partnership
with other relevant professionals; reviewing and evaluating those plans
to ensure they support ‘what matters’ to people.

e To work effectively and collaboratively as a member of a multi -
professional team contributing to multi-disciplinary, integrated working,
supporting high risk and complex cases, liaising with other relevant
teams, Council departments and external agencies where and as
required.

e To plan and commission responses that maximise independence and
meet identified needs, monitoring and reviewing outcomes achieved with
people we support and their families and carers.

e For first year in practice social workers, to complete their first year in
practice and consolidation programme.

e To comply with the Directorate’s Performance Management Framework
and work within the relevant legislative, regulatory and policy framework,
and associated code of practice and policies in line with joint practice
arrangements.

e Managing and being responsible for the resources of the Directorate and
Health Board as delegated and required.

¢ Maintaining up to date recording on the electronic files, and relevant
documents as required by the Directorate and Health Board to deliver
good standards for practice.

o Prepare for and participate in supervision and personal development
reviews with line manager, and identify personal development and
training needs to maintain registration requirements.

Social Worker 2 — As above plus:

e Being responsible for several cases of increasing complexity including
increased support for cases with any court-related proceedings, with the
opportunity for joint-working.

e Mentoring and supporting social work students and social work
assistants in their practice.
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Social Worker 3 - As above plus:

e Supervision and mentoring of social work students and other junior
members of staff.

e Provide advice and guidance to less experience social workers.

e To undertake complex, high-risk cases, which will include court
attendance.

e Lead joint working with less experienced social workers in complex
cases.

e To undertake sensitive, acute and complex adult cases which require
preparation and presentation of robust evidence in respect of capacity
and risk, in readiness for Court of Protection, The High Court, Mental
Health Tribunals, Section 117 multi-disciplinary discussions, Deprivation
of Liberty Safeguards (Dols) and Coroners Court.

e Routinely represent and advocate on behalf of vulnerable individuals,
families and carers, ensuring their rights are upheld at various forums.

e Represent the Council within multi-agency and inter-disciplinary
settings.

e Attend and present assessment reports at monthly funding and
accommodation panels.

e Attend and present assessment reports at monthly health funding panels
for individuals with complex health needs requiring NHS Continuing
Healthcare funding or subject to Section 117 aftercare services.

e To adhere to the All Wales Safeguarding Procedures.
